Sneak peek at our week
. YearN-Nursery

We have had a great week in Nursery this week! We have been reading the
story ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’. The children have learned all about different
foods and discussed whether they are healthy or unhealthy. We now
understand why the caterpillar has such a stomach-ache! We have also been
learning new sounds this term. So far we have learned: m, a and this week s.
The children have been exploring words with these sounds, and had a go at air-
wrifing them!

In Maths we have been learning fo count and recognise numbers. We have
been so busy — but had great fun!

Year R - Reception

This week in Reception we have been learning about Minibeasts. We have
read the story '"Mad about Minibeasts' in class which the children have loved. In
Literacy we have identified a number of Minibeasts and have been thinking of
factual sentences and having an adjective in our sentence. In Maths we have
been learning our number bonds to ten in lots of different ways.

We have had so much fun during outdoor learning this week, we went on a
Minibeast hunt and found out lots of facts about them. Our Caterpillars are
continuing to grow,we have loved looking at them each morning.



Year 1

Year 1 have been busy finding out all about Samuel Pepys and putting
themselves into his shoes to write a diary entry back in time. In Maths the
children have been looking at fractions of shapes by finding half and quarters
of different shapes. We have learnt that the fractions need to be equal parts.
In Art we have been looking at the Fire of London art work by Rita Greer and
exploring the colours of fire and then re-creating our own art work.

This week the Year 1 classes have enjoyed a visit from Essex County Fire and
Rescue service. They spoke about The Great Fire of London, which is the Year
1 topic this half term, and showed us all about what happened during this
fime. The Year 1 children loved this visit and they even got to look at the
fireman's uniform and take part in activities to work together as a team.

Year 2

Year 2 have thoroughly enjoyed learning about the Rainforest animals this
week, which included the joguar and the toucan. The children found out lots
of interesting facts and have been using these facts to write their non-
chronological reports. In Maths we have continued to develop our skills in
subtractions and renaming when we don’t have enough ‘ones’ to take away
from. We have also explored using an atlas fo find where the Amazon
Rainforest is in the world and looked at some of the physical and human
features of this area.
