style) or all in one swimsuit.  

• Swimming hat (can be purchased from the school office)  

• Towel  
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Without the correct kit your child will not be able to swim.  

Please make sure all clothes are labelled so that they come back to you in the event 

of property being lost.  

We really hope the children love this opportunity and further develop their skills and 

confidence.
